CLINICAL TEST 
(Section B)


The questionnaire consists of 25 items (divided into 4 subject areas), on a binary yes/no scale. The target population is aged 18 months to < 16 years. The sum of the relative scores, concerning affirmative responses only, determines the final score, and this determines the eventual autistic condition. The minimum score is 0/10; the maximum score is 10/10, but the diagnosis of "Autism Spectrum Disorder" is determined only if all three of the following conditions are met: (a) the final score must be at least 4.1/10 or higher; (b) positive responses must have been given to the following sub-items: 1.5, 1.7, 1.12, 1.13, 1.17, 1.20, 1.24; (c) there must be no other diagnostic hypotheses that explain the symptoms differently.
