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CASES: Definition
subjects with GD who have participated in our previous prevalence study (*) contacted and interviewed again; and subjects who have not had the disease at the time of the first study but who at the time of contacted them, years later, it was detected by an ultrasound exam they had developed the disease.

CONTROLS: Definition
Subjects who had participated from the previous study (*), and whose ultrasound results were negative. These patients underwent to a new ultrasound.
